With five little orphans Al-Islah was founded in 2002 in a rented house in Sheikh Maltoon Town, Mardan.
After a year the centre was registered with the government Social Welfare Board. As the numbers of
orphans was rapidly increasing, the executive body decided to build its own building. Towards the end of
2004, with the monetary help of social and political figures, the executive body succeeded in the
acquisition of half acre plot in the Sector M of the town. In a little span of two years the primary structure of
the building was constructed and was brought up to habitable level, while the children were shifted there
as well. Now in the new and vast building, the kids were happier, enthusiastic and started showing
increased interest in their studies and sports. By 2007, having been well reared, educated and trained in
the Centre, the orphans of Al-Islah started earning distinct positions in the education and sports fields at &
the district and provincial level. This was the first year of the beginning of our achievements. No education ¥
and training institution is perfect without a rich library. To facilitate the orphans with intellectual wealth, in
2009 we furnished a library of 1000 books. The same year we held various vocational training workshops
as well as realizing the long cherished dream of the completion of the building. In 2010 the Orphanage
had a fully sophisticated and well-furnished building with all the required furniture for 300 children and
the number of orphans jumped from one hundred to one hundred and fifty. Many orphans have been
brought up, educated and passed on to the society and the country. Thanks God, this struggle is ongoing.
Despite strong odds, Al-Islah and its board of trustees is determined to continue to serve humanity with i3
your help and cooperation. -

blessed me with life and health and the
enabled me to serve the suffering humanity
through the foundation and administration of
Al-Islah, an orphanage centre with latest
facilities that has achieved brilliant success
from its inauguration. With 5 little orphans, Al-
Islah was founded 16 years ago with meagre
resources and almost no funds. Today it has
brought up, educated and trained 460
orphans who have become healthy and active
members of the society. Currently Al-Islah is
home to 150 orphans. Words are inadequate
to express my gratitude to my supporters and
financiers for their time, suggestions and
monetary as well as moral support; thanks are
due to my staff who are no less than loving and
caring parents to the orphans. We had set high
goals for the year, 2018. Besides providing
state of the art facilities we had focused on
developing the children's creative capabilities
by conducting relevant workshops, trainings
and manual activities as well as outdoor
events. On all annual festivals, like Eid ul Fitr,
we get the kids new clothes, present them gifts
and give them eidi. On the Eid ul Azha we
arrange for a collective qurbani. We try utmost
to provide the kids with full health facilities,
proper food, modern education, latest
trainings and comfortable residence.
However, our collective responsibility does not
stop here. Natural calamities and terrorism
have grimly resulted in multiplying the
numbers of orphans that are deprived of the
blessings mentioned above. We have to reach
them all. We have to bring them close to our
bosoms. We have to become their fathers and
mothers. And for all this we have to expand the
mission of Al-Islah. As far as a single orphan
remains helpless, shelter less, foodless, cloth
less, parent less in any corner of the country
our struggle and mission will be incomplete.

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Residence: Allslah is a 3 story attractive building that has 20 open and
large rooms. Every block has its own warden while the main entrance is
well guarded. The building has powerful electricity generator to supply
for power cuts. In cold seasons all rooms have hot water supply. The
institute has a special laundry system.
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Education:Al Islah is fully focused on the religious and school education of the children.
Education is our prime priority. To deliver modern education, Al Islah has established
National Education System that runs an English Medium School inside the institute. The
school has well qualified, brilliant and capable teaching staff. With the cooperation of
PARWAN the pre-school classes (ECED) are improved and are producing good results.
The school has sophisticated scientific tools, laboratory, a rich library and a playground.
The wardens also teach the students and help them in homework.

Forthereligious education Al Islah has talented religious teachers and Qaris who teach
the children prayers, the holy Quran with translation as well as developing moral and
religious side of their lives.

Technical Education: For a successful future of these children, Al Islah Centre also
provides these orphans technical education. Under the auspices of TUESDEC in the
previous months, fifteen children have been selected and trained in a six month
electrical course.

CASE STUDY
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Abdullah and Shoaib are two brothers from South Waziristan who,
like other children, stepped into childhood with the smell of gun
powder and the noise of bullets.

Abdullah's father departed from them forever, when he was
targeted in a drone attack, while he was buying clothes for his
children for Eid in the market; and left behind him his eight children
helpless.

Abdullah tells his story like this, "After the martyrdom of my father,
my family shifted from South Waziristan to Meeran Shah in search
of peace. But, there too, we had to face bullets and gun powder. |
was very small but looking at that situation, | thought that | would
also become a great commander and would fight, as there was no
concept of pen and book in that area at that time.

My mother would sew clothes for the livelihood of our eight
siblings. But we didn't have any hope of life in those circumstances.
Compelled by poverty, one day my mother decided to send me
and my younger brother Shoaib to an orphanage (Al Islah Centre
Mardan).

We were really annoyed when we were leaving our mother
and sisters. But we didn't know that this institution would prove to
be a paradise like gift on earth from Allah (S.W.T).
| got parents like love at Al Islah Centre. We started our early
education in this institute. Now | am studying in class 7th and my
younger brother Shoaib is studying in class 5th. We are
memorizing the Holy Quran by heart. While in the field of sports,
we both brothers, are very good volleyball players. We want to do
something special when we grow up. | want to become a doctor
while Shoaib wants to be an army officer and protect the borders
of the country. We remember our childhood very well, so we are
determined that no child should be deprived of education, and we
shall spend all our lives for achieving this goal.
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CASE STUDY 2
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Nature gifts all humans. With some people she is very bounteous. With little Uzair she
more than a kind mother. Uzair, a young prodigy from Swat has all the natural gifts and
talents that are enviable for all people of his age. His father was a police officer that
pampered his son from and fulfilled all his childish wishes. No one in the
neighbourhood could match Uzair in dress, toys and sports kit. Coming of school age,
Uzair' s father admitted him in a standard private school. On religious festivals Uzair
would get, not one but many suits that would make youngsters of his jealous.

Uzair says, "I divide my life into four stages. The first was the glorious early childhood.
Rich with parental love childish possessions. The second and sorrowful stage started
suddenly when my father succumbed to a road accident. | had just crossed five and
could hardly realise that my happy days ended with my father's life. It was my father
who has sheltered me from the grim realities of life. The hard facts of a fatherless life
dawned on me slowly. My mother had colorful dreams for me. And all those dreams
had gone sour. Eids now returned only to refresh our wounds. Our relatives had left
and forgotten us forever, with my father's demise. From a well furnished room in a
standard school | transferred to the cold bare floor of a local school. Instead of three
time meal a day, we would have a single meal now and that too only bare bread with a
glass of water. What ached my mother's heart was watching her son's talents being
ruthlessly ruined. Every night she would hold me tight to her bosom and would cry,
leaving hot tears on my head. Somebody advised my grandfather to get me to an
orphanage in Mardan called Al Islah Centre. And it turned out to be a revolution in my
little world. My mother suppressed her sentiments and | was saw off to Al Islah. That
was a painful moment beyond description. | arrived in the world of Al Islah. And | came
by a new life. | felt as if my father had returned to make me meet my destiny. In a week |
almost forgot that | was a miserable orphan. The staff here supplanted both my
parents. With a new and stronger zest and verve | restarted my education. | get the
same clothes and food and playing goods that my father would give me. | feel a prince.
| feel my old paradise has been restored to me!

Now | have completed memorising the Holy Quran, have learnt its translation and
reading in Class 8th. Alongside study of dozens of books, Al Islah enabled me to
participate in various workshops, trainings and events. | have totally unlearnt the
painful period following my father's death. | have set myself a life goal: to be a medical
doctor of distinction. I have trust in myself and in my struggle. | remember my mother's
tears and a day will certainly come when I will see her smiling, happy and satisfied.
