Brief Introduction

With five little orphans Al-Islah was founded in 2002 in a rented house in Sheikh
Matoon Town, Mardan. After a year the centre was registered with the government
Social Welfare Board. As the numbers of orphans was rapidly increasing, the executive
body decided to build its own building. Towards the end of 2004, with the monetary
help of social and political figures, the executive body succeeded in the acquisition of
half acre plot in the Sector M of the town. In a little span of two years the primary
structure of the building was constructed and was brought up to habitable level, while
the children were shifted there as well. Now in the new and vast building, the kids were
happier, enthusiastic and started showing increased interest in their studies and
playing. By 2007, having well reared, educated and trained in the Centre, the orphans
of Al-Islah started earning distinct positions in the education and sports fields on
district and provincial level. This was the first year in the beginning of our
achievements. Now education and training institution is perfect without a rich library.
To facilitate the orphan with intellectual wealth, in 2009 we furnished a library of 1000
books. The same year we held various vocational training workshops as well as
realising the long cherished dream of the completion of the building. In 2010 the
Orphanage had fully sophisticated and well-furnished building with all the required
furniture for 300 children and the number of orphans jumped from one hundred to
one hundred and fifty. Many orphans have been brought up, educated and
contributed to the society and the country. Thanks God, this struggle is going. Despite
strong odds, Al-Islah and its board of trustees is determined to continue to serve
humanity with your help and cooperation.

AL ISLAH CENTER in Karachi

Orphanage is a cost-effective method of supporting orphans. This could be only
possible through generous donations giving by community individuals. In turn
these donations allow them to thrive and provide education, health care, food,
shelter, and safety/security and always ensure sustainable and comprehensive care.
AL ISLAH CENTER (AIC) is running by donations; that's why AIC has donors from
different cities of Pakistan. Karachi is a premier industrial and financial center.
Donors from Karachi has requested AIC to form a branch of AL ISLAH CENTER in
Karachi. AIC officials appreciated and cherished this effort and counted a valuable
step in future to support and help Karachi's orphans at their doorstep.

For developing consensus AIC's Chairman and Deputy Director has spent two

months in Karachi. They conducted a series of meetings with donors. Furthermore,
they finally formed a committee. This committee is comprising of the following
members:

Now a series of dialogues and meetings will take place to accomplish this task.
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Facilities:

Al-Islah center (AIC) provides all the facilities that a child needs in his home with
his parents and administration strives hard for its ever faster movement and
improvement. The services of wardens, cooks and security guards are
permanently available to the students 24/7. A busy and scientific schedule has
been made for them covering their physical, moral and educational activities.
Under his tutelage, the little orphans are well dressed, provides nutritional food
to them and when needed treated by qualified doctors and physicians. It will not
be useless to keep a bird's eye view of our facilities here.

Residence:

Al-Islah Center is an attractive three (3) story building with 20 open and large
rooms having. Each block has its own warden, while the main entrance is
gardening. The building has a powerful electric generator to generate electricity
and supply for power cuts. In cold weather, hot water is provided in all rooms.
Open, spacious, well-furnished and ventilated rooms are used for boarding
purposes. Every child is provided with a bed, mattress, bed sheets, cupboard and
all other items necessary according to weather. Similarly, two suits of uniform,
one-track suit for games, few suits for common use, two towels, brush teeth),
polish, soap and other necessary items of daily use are provided to every
individual. Pocket money is also given to all the children on daily basis.
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Al-Islah Center and Education:

The principal of NES and AIC Chairman and Board of Trustees (BOTs) jointly try it
level best to educate orphan boys and girls to give them an inclusive feeling of
being part of the community and teach them to be a good Muslim citizen of the
society. To this end, Al-Islah Center has set up an institution called National
Education System (NES) promoting, not only the academic excellence, but also to
teach social, Islamic and moral values to the children. Al-Islah Center is supporting
by providing free education to poor and disadvantaged groups on low or subside
rates for community children. Special trainings are provided to the teachers so
that they are able to delivers as demanded by the curriculum. The NES is well
equipped with modern facilities i.e. library, computer laboratory, science
laboratory, playground and indoor games facilities. With the special blessing of
Allah Almighty, this school has been working on providing permanent etiquette
and quality education since 2009. National Education System also established pre-
school project with the close collaboration of PARWAAN. The AIC follows the
National standards of care in orphanages and focuses from major to minor needs
of children. For the upbringing of Children's spiritual and formal education is the
top priority of Al-Islah Center for the success in the world and hereinafter. AIC
Headquarter is always to make linkages with different institutions and as always
enrolled students for quality education in a medium school like Daare Argam;
where qualified and competent teachers are available; While in the hostel
Wardens can help these children in tuition and homework too. In order to enrich
the children in the religious field, the graduate religious scholar, teachers stay with
them for their religious and spiritual training. An everyday routine mainly focused
on pray, blessed hadiths, Qaida, Naazira, memorization, and Quran
translation.Technical Education: In order to fulfill their dream of a successful
future, special attention is given to technical education along with curriculum
education. Work is being done in the field of plumbing, electrician, office affairs
and administration; which is showing incredible results. Al-Islah Center Plans are
afoot to hold similar workshops in the future to nurture leadership and skills.
Where they can become the basis of their family's sustenance by getting training
and brightening their future.

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Health and Hygiene:

Health and Hygiene: To ensure the dignity, well-being and health of school stude
children and adolescents should have access to items and opportunities to maint
personal hygiene in school settings The provision of school hygiene and sanitatio
ensures the rights of students to acceptable hygiene practices, safe water supply, latrines
and a healthy school environment in general. The impact could have further beneficial
effects, for example: Healthy environments facilitate more effective learning and grow
physically, mentally and socially. Al-Islah center has a zero tolerance policy and no
compromise on health and hygiene practices. Practices that are generally considered are
proper hygiene include showering or bathing regularly, washing hands regularly and
especially before handling food, washing scalp hair, keeping hair short or removing hair,
wearing clean clothing, brushing teeth, cutting finger nails, besides other practices. The
first aid dispensary is available in the building premises to cater simple emergency
situation. School children spend mostly of their time in schools and are vulnerable to
injuries and mild ailments, hence requiring first-aid care. Doctor at AIC Center or School
teacher can provide immediate first-aid care in the absence of any health professional.
Simple accidents, such as slips or trips, might seem a trivial part of the day-to-day hustle
and bustle of school life, but they are capable of causing serious injuries and worse. The
staff prepares health profile of every child at the time of admission and then annually. All
students are checked thoroughly on quarterly basis by a qualified doctors/ physicians. In
case of any severe problems/ emergency students are transported through AIC vehicle to
the nearby health facility for further proper management. Sport: Sports develop the
physical as well as mental strength in students. Daily physical exercise is essential for
students because exercise not only helps students to stay healthy, but it also helps to
improve their emotional fitness. Someone wisely said that “A healthy body has a healthy
brain".Al-Islah Center provides its wards with full facilities for drills, morning walks and
afternoon plays for children at AIC playground. Children who excel in any sport are
admitted to national level tournaments and sports galaas that they can learn the spirit of
tolerance, team work, patience and competition. Children involve in playing cricket,
football, volley ball, table tennis, etc.Each year in an effort to add a bit more excitement,
when AIC plan out a massive array of games, challenges, activities, picnics, parties and
more; we call this event the Summer Games. AIC Orphanage children compete between
entire teams. It is truly the most anticipated event of the year here on our Al Islah Center.
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Balanced Food & AIC Children:

Children need balanced healthy diet and rich in essential vitamins,
minerals and other nutrients responsible for healthy growth and
development and learning. The benefits of developing healthy dietary
and lifestyle patterns from an early age onwards can positively impact
on children’s nutrition and health throughout their lives, and enhance
the productivity of individuals and nations. Al Islah serves children with
balanced, fresh, hygienic, delicious food which helps to prevent
malnutrition in all its forms as well as a range of non-communicable
diseases (NCDs) and conditions. The main dining hall of the premises is
vast and fully furnished with tables and benches. The children are served
three times food in the supervision of the wardens. The cooking staff /
chef recently well trained on food safety protocols and now take great
care of kitchen, equipment’s, hygiene on food safety standards etc. Al-
Islah has a balanced diet menu for children for daily food intake hanged
in the kitchen.
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IVE TIME PRAYERS
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A daily routine maintained by a wardens working 24/7 at AIC. All children are registered in a
special register in the morning. These wardens inspect and evaluate children on daily basis in
several capacities: sleeping and awakening hours, physical cleanliness, bed keeping,
cupboard keeping, morality, obedience, punctuality, uniform cleanliness, school timing, care
of bags and books, timing of Hifz, Nazira, Islamic studies, Quran class, homework completion,
room monitoring, and social work. The daily routine reports are shared with Deputy Director
AIC for further action and improvement.

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Helpless and fatherless in front of ruthless human fate, Muhammad ljaz son of
Muhammad Ismail (late) directed his little steps towards Al Islah Center Mardan,
guided by one of his neighbors and accompanied by an elder brother and a sister on 8
September, 2002.

Let us read Muhammad ljaz's story in his own words :

"My name is Muhammad ljaz. Almost 17 years ago | stepped inside the gate of
Al Islah Center. We were four siblings. My father succumbed to a cardiac failure. Our
mother remained our sole mainstay. With our father's demise, all our relatives severed
their connections with us so that we may not ask them for half a loaf of bread.

By then I was 2 years old and my elder brother was past his sixth birthday. In that
tender age we could not earn. It was hoped that grandparents would took the burden
of our sustenance and education. To our bad luck, they turned enemies and countered
all steps that our mother wanted for our education in her most miserable conditions.
They had certain stale and embedded stereotypes: if their own children had been
uneducated, let their grandchildren fare so too. Our mother was not disappointed. She
came to know of Al Islah Center and requested a neighbor to consign us to the Center
on 8 September, 2002. For our bright future she could suffer our separation. My elder
brother could not bear the painful separation and returned home. | persisted. From
2002 to 2015 Al Islah Center was my home and its staff my parents. During my stay here,
| finished Quran four time with translation, completed Dars e Nizami, did my matric,
DAE Civil and then B. Com. Afterwards | worked in many organizations on probationary
basis.

By the grace of Allah, today | am working as accountant in the same
organization that brought me up. | pray for the health and well-being of all the staff of
Al Islah, specially for its Chairman Maulana Inayat ur Rehman that he may continue his
noble efforts for the survival of the homeless and parentless of the society.

I am thankful to Allah for enabling me to materialize my mom's dreams through
Allslah Center and its administrators.

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Al Furqan Mosque

In Shiekhmaltoon Town, Sector M, where Al Islah Centre is located, there is no mosque,
despite the fact that more than two thousand souls are living here, and the spot is a
centre of offices and educational institutions. It was a long cherished desire of the
community to have their own mosque. Al Islah acquired a 2 kanal plot from Mardan
Development Authority (MDA) for the purpose. Construction of basement of the mosque
has been completed with concrete slab and plaster, and people of the neighbourhood
and orphans of the Centre have started learning the Nazira e Quran here. Further work
on the main two floors of the mosque has been discontinued due to lack of funds.
Completion of the remaining parts needs estimated 15 million rupees. All the well to do
religious world is requested to cooperate in it completion through their contributions.
Your response to the present appeal will result in a gift of a mosque for the orphans of
the Centre and the residents of the area.
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National Education System
Al Islah Centre is an institution for the brought-up and education of orphans.
Presently the orphans are being taught up to higher classes in National Education
System inside the Centre. The administration of the Centre has acquired another
2kanal plot from Mardan Development Authority (MDA) for a school building. So far
this grand project has not progressed more than paper work. Funds for the school are
a dire need due the importance of proper education of the orphans. The estimate
funds for this lofty project are 45 million rupees.

Al Islah Centre is to be a home to 300 orphans. Having a separate school building
will enable us to receive more children. The higher secondary school will also deliver

free education to the poor children of the area.
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Establishment of Al Islah Centres

On the bases of experience gained through last 18 years the administration of Al
Islah Centre is determined to establish similar centres in every district of Pakistan
where minimum 1000 orphans and parentless children will be brought up and
educated. All these centres would have hostels, schools and mosques. Acquisition of
30 to 50 kanal land is a prerequisite for this project.
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As we know that how the fireflies can spark the whole world at night and those tiny creatures can
bring so much life into darkness. It's not so difficult and we can make it possible to touch those who
are abandoned and helpless orphan and make their lives by sharing our blessings with less
fortunate to make this world a beautiful place for all those who have nobody in this world except
God.

AIC has been visited by many government officials, community notables, donors, friends and
collegues throughout the year. Finally, when the visitor goes, all of them write their expression in
the visitors register.
